Act Fast To Take Advantage Of New Tax Legislation!

The recently passed Pension Protection Act allows MMI donors to make tax-free withdrawals from a traditional or Roth Individual Retirement Account (IRA) directly to Marion Military Institute. Distribution amounts are not included in the donor's gross income and do not factor into any charitable deduction that otherwise would apply to the donor, but will count toward the donor's minimum required distribution.

The donor must be at least age 70 years and six months at the time of the distribution, and the distribution must be made outright to Marion Military Institute and not to a donor-advised fund or supporting organization. The qualified charitable distributions are limited to $100,000 per taxpayer per year for transfers made in 2006 and 2007.

Marion Schools Complete Successful Basketball Season


The inaugural season of “Marion Schools Basketball” concluded in the AISA State Tournament late February.  The boy’s varsity team finished the season with a 20-3 record and claimed both the regular season area title as well as the Area Tournament Championship.  The tournament win gave the Marion boy’s team a #2 seed in the AISA state tournament and a face-off against Lowndes Academy.  Unfortunately, the Tigers came out flat and could never get going on the offensive end.  Head Coach, Dr. Michelle Ivey, was pleased with the outcome of the season after starting five different players from the 2006-2007 season. “Our starting line-up this year featured players that had not had a lot of playing experience.  At times it showed, especially late in the season when the pressure really started to mount and every game became a must-win. I am proud that they were able capture the area title both in the regular season as well as win the area tournament.   No one gave us much chance to make it to the state tournament as most pre-season polls had us finishing 3rd in our area.”  Leading the Tigers this year was sophomore guard Jerome Smith.  Smith finished the year as the team’s leading scorer (17.8 ppg) and leading rebounder (12.68 rpg).  He also finished second in assists (1.91 per game) behind senior point guard Amellio Fikes (3.67 assists per game) and second in steals (1.52 per game) behind junior Brentt Simpson (1.59 steals per game).  Simpson and Fikes both finished scoring in double figures with 16.77 ppg and 11.6 ppg, respectively.  Senior guard Matt Shewmake finished the season as the team’s second leading rebounder with 7.70 per game while senior post player Adam Nicholas finished the season averaging 1.3 blocks per game.  Amellio Fikes was named to the AISA All-Star basketball team and played in the AISA All-Star basketball game held at Huntingdon College.

The girl’s varsity team finished the season (21-4) after losing a heartbreaker to Kingwood Christian schools in the AISA State Championship game.  During the regular season, the Marion Panthers tied with Patrician Academy for the area regular season title but with tough defense was able to claim the Area Tournament Championship after defeating Patrician in a close match-up.  That tournament win gave Marion the #1 seed in the state tournament and pitted them against the #8 seeded Evangel Christian in the first round.  After a slow start, Marion was able to come away with a victory and advance to the final four against Sparta Academy, a team that Marion faced earlier in the season.  With outstanding performances by sophomore post player Adrienne Howze and senior guard Emily Easley, Marion was able to advance to the championship game against the #2 seeded Kingwood Christian.  The game saw the lead change several times with Marion holding a small lead late in the game.  Unfortunately for Marion, Kingwood was able to tie with a 3-point basket that sent the game into overtime.  In overtime, Marion was able to build a lead early with Kingwoods’ guards coming back again to hit from outside and force a second overtime.  With the game tied in the second overtime, Kingwood’s Hannah Phillips was able to drive the lane and hit the game-winning basket as time expired to claim the 2A Title.  Emily Easley and Adrienne Howze both were named to the AISA State All-Tournament team.  Easley was also selected as an AISA All-Star and competed in the AISA All-Star game held at Huntingdon College.

Coach Al Blanton Resigns as Head Basketball Coach

Coach Al Blanton recently resigned as Head Men’s Basketball Coach where he has led the college program for the past two and half years.  When Blanton first arrived on campus the Tigers had lost their coach mid-season.  He was able to salvage the season and earn a berth in the United States Collegiate Athletic Association (USCAA) National Tournament, finishing with a #7 national ranking.  The success continued into the 2005-2006 season as the Tigers once again earned a berth into the USCAA National Tournament.  After a first round upset against the #1 seed, the Tigers were poised to make history.  Marion finished with a #4 national ranking that year.  The 2006-2007 season saw many changes to the college program with MMI becoming a state institution.  MMI re-joined the Alabama Community College Conference (ACCC) as a Division I member and competed in the North Region. Another significant change was the ability to offer sixteen full scholarships to the student-athletes (tuition, fees, and books), something that was not available in previous years.  Although the Tigers struggled in conference play the nucleus is there to build a strong program.  The record for the 2006-2007 season  was 8-22.

Dr. Michelle Ivey, Athletic Director, has these words to say about Coach Blanton’s leadership in the program. “Coach Blanton definitely was able to help us out when we were in a desperate situation.  Anytime you lose a coach mid-season, it is tough to recuperate and keep the team together.  Al was able to do that and get them to a post-season tournament.  This past year he helped get the program to the level needed to compete against other ACCC opponents.  We wish Coach Blanton success in whatever he chooses to do after MMI.”

MMI Wrestling Produces National Champions

     The National Collegiate Wrestling Association (NCWA) National Tournament took place this past weekend in Dallas, Texas.  Sixty-seven (67) total schools were represented with over 350 wrestlers in attendance.  Each wrestler earned a spot in the national tournament by qualifying at a regional conference tournament. MMI took eight (8) wrestlers to the national tournament that had qualified at the Southeastern Regional Conference Tournament held at the University of Georgia.  Grand Valley State University (184.5 pts) won the Team National Championship with the University of Central Florida (139.5 pts) finishing second.  Third place went to the Apprentice School (107 pts), 4th place went to Northampton CC (104 pts) and 5th place went to MMI (84.5 pts).  The tigers from Marion came away with 4 All-Americans and 2 National Champions.  Cee-Jay Hamilton, from Roebuck, SC, won the 125 lb. weight class after defeating Frederico Carosio 12-2 from the University of Central Florida.  Cee-Jay was also named the “outstanding wrestler” of the national tournament.  He earned that same award at the Southeastern Regional Conference Tournament.  Zachary Brewer, from Las Vegas, NV, won the 149 lb weight class after defeating Rob McCarty 8-1 from the University of Central Florida. Brewer and Hamilton are MMI's 1st National Champions in wrestling.  Derrick Miller, from Burtonswell, Md, took 6th place in the 165 lb weight class.  In the 5th/6th place bout he lost to Julian Valencio (7-1) from Ohio State University. Derrick earned All-American honors for his 6th place finish.  James Brenowitz, from Marietta, GA., took 5th place in the 235 lb weight class.  In the 5th/6th place bout James defeated Andrew Brinker from Miami University-Ohio. He earned All-American honors for his 5th place finish.
Co-Head coaches, Jim and Dave Hazewinkel, were inducted into the NCWA Wrestling Hall of Fame (Founder's Club) at the National Tournament.  They are already members of the National Wrestling Hall of Fame, St. Cloud State University Hall of Fame, and the Dave Bartelma Hall of Fame. In a Wrestling 411 USA (January 15, 2007) article titled, "Family Ties - The Best Wrestling Families" Jim and Dave are currently ranked #13 among all wrestling families.

MMI's Jonathan Ruiz (Oviedo, FL), Leonard LeBlanc (Tampa, FL), Steven Chandler (Chesapeake, VA), and Tyler Barberi (Gaithersburg, Md) also competed well at the National Tournament.
